SELECTION CRITERIA FOR DEPARTURE LOUNGE

We have 4 slots of 40 minutes available to present work in this year’s Departure Lounge. 

The Departure Lounge is a space to share new ideas and for us to learn from each other and share innovations in our work and the way that we work.

We welcome applications from all artists with great ideas but we are particularly interested in projects which:

demonstrate art form innovation
demonstrate an interesting artistic collaboration or partnership
are new ideas or approaches rather than necessarily just new work

We will give preference to projects that are led either by emerging artists or by established artists working in a new way. We are particularly interested in showcasing work by companies new to the TYA sector.

We will also try and find a balance in the projects we profile in terms of age range (e.g. we would prefer not to only offer Early Years projects in the Departure Lounge)

Although the Departure Lounge is designed mainly to be a place to share new artistic projects, we are also keen to welcome proposals from those wanting to share other elements of their practice, for example, models of evaluation.

If your idea is selected, we will provide you with a space, some delegates, a mentor to support you to develop your presentation and £50 per person (maximum two company members) to cover travel costs. 

We do ask Departure Lounge artists to keep their presentations simple and recognise that during the festival we are not equipped to provide much, if any, technical support.

We suggest that you use the opportunity of the Departure Lounge to both showcase your project and also seek the advice and expertise of the delegate audience. We therefore suggest you present a few minutes of work, talk for a few minutes about the project and then allow your mentor to chair questions from your audience. Previous Departure Lounge artists have suggested that it is most useful if you come with some specific questions about the project that you would like the audience to comment and advise upon.

If your idea is selected, we will discuss with you who might be an appropriate mentor to support you at the festival and hopefully offer ongoing support for your project. Theatre Hullabaloo will broker the relationship and then you are left to it!

Please note that if you are selected to be part of the Departure Lounge, you will still need to purchase a festival ticket to take part in other festival activities.

We are sorry that because of time restrictions during the festival, we will not be able to present every good idea that we receive. We will be in touch with all applicants by Friday 22nd October.

Please note that this year’s Departure Lounge will take place on Thursday 11th November, 6.30pm – 8pm.
